What is the

Site Specific
Advisory Board?

The Site Specific Advisory Board (SSAB) was de-
veloped to involve local citizens more directly in
Department of Energy (DOE) Environmental Man-
agement (EM) remediation decisions at major nu-
clear facilities in the United States. Eight local site
boards are currently active under the EM/SSAB
charter. The SSAB has Citizen Advisory Boards at
the following DOE sites: Hanford, Idaho, Los
Alamos, Nevada, Oak
Ridge, Paducah, Ports-
mouth, and Savannah
River.

The mission of the North-
ern New Mexico Citizens’
Advisory Board (NNMCAB)
is to provide the DOE with
advice and recommenda-
tions concerning environ-
mental restoration and
waste management
issues that fall within the
purview of the EM pro-
gram.

DOE’s obligations to the local site boards include
keeping the boards informed about key issues and
upcoming decisions, and considering and respond-
ing in a timely manner to all board recommenda-
tions.

The Northern New Mexico Site

The Los Alamos National Laboratory (LANL) is
located in Los Alamos, New Mexico on 28,000
acres in Los Alamos and Santa Fe counties of
north-central New Mexico, approximately 60
miles northeast of Albuquerque, New Mexico,
and 25 miles northwest of Santa Fe, New Mexico.

LANL is a multi-program national laboratory with
research and development programs in a broad
range of
scientific
and techni-
cal fields.
The labora-
tory was
established
in 1943 to
design, de-
velop, and
test nuclear weapons. Many of LANL’s operations
required hazardous chemicals and radioactive
materials, such as plutonium and uranium. Use
of these materials resulted in the contamination
of facilities, and in some cases, the surrounding
environment.

The primary functions of the EM
program at LANL are to...

1) Clean up contaminated sites on Los Alamos
National Laboratory and surrounding private and
government-owned lands to levels appropriate
for the intended land use; 2) Protect and moni-
tor the regional aquifer; 3) Decontaminate and
decommission excess facilities affecting environ-
mental restoration actions; 4) Retrieve legacy
transuranic waste and ship it to the Waste
Isolation Pilot Plant; 5) Conduct long-term
surveillance and monitoring, until turned over to
the National Nuclear Security Administration, a
semiautonomous agency within the DOE. Com-
pletion of phases of this project is scheduled
through 2015.
